We then started play partners with washing hands and eating breakfast together. After we were finished with our cheerios and melon it was time to wash and brush teeth followed by signing in. The sign in question for the day was “are you taller than the arrow?” and the arrow was placed at the top of the pocket chart. It was funny how most of the children said that they were taller than the arrow while they looked up at it. Once we asked them to stand next to it they noticed that the arrow was much taller than they were. Then it was time for work time where they made goop, which was corn starch and water. As messy as it was, they had a blast! After work time was over it was time to clean up and sit on the rug. While we waited for more to clean up we sang “If you’re happy and you know it”. Then we read Llama llama time to share and then it was time to get ready to go play outside! Once we got outside two five year olds got into the red wagon and asked me to pull them around, so I started to pull them around the playground, then they were hollering at me to go faster, granted these are five year olds and they are not small, so I start running around with the wagon, I think I made it two laps before I was going to fall over! We had fun, and then I played with some other friends in the sandbox talking about which cup is full, and which is empty. Then it was time to clean up to go inside for lunch. We then came in washed and dished up our, chicken and rice, peaches, and mixed vegetables. After lunch we washed, and brushed our teeth and laid down for nap. During nap I was able to help out a bit with getting papers together and projects ready. Then it was time to wake up, the children had eclipse so some were already awake, and then it was time to eat snack, had afternoon group, daily news and then it was time go home!

I found it so interesting how Ms. Heather just kept ignoring him and left the blocks for him to clean up.
